1.  ECA Board President Chad Sytsma called the meeting to order at 6:40 PM.

2.  The Minutes for the February 24, 2009 annual meeting were approved.

4.   ECA Community Organizer Amber Kilpatrick gave a recount of the activities of the ECA and events in Eastown in the past year.
